​it​ ​boasts​ ​an​ ​additional​ ​afterword​ ​by​ ​Malcolm​ ​Joshua​ ​Russell‑Nelson​​,​ ​a​ ​longtime​
​podcaster​​who’s​​appeared​​on​​Culture​​Popped​​Podcast​​,​​On​​The​​Subject​​,​​and​​Geeksplained​​.​
​The​ ​cover​ ​art​ ​has​ ​been​ ​lightly​ ​updated​ ​by​ ​the​ ​original​ ​designer​ ​and​ ​illustrator,​ ​Beatriz​
​Galiano​​.​
